Parallax
According to Webster, parallax means

" the apparent displacement , or difference in
apparent position, of an objec t as viewed
from different points." It means th e same
th ing in scopes, and is a condition caused
by the scope being out of focus for the
range involved. Excessive parallax in a
scope sight can cause a wide dispersion of
shot groups, enough to ru in the effectiveness
of a hunting or target rifle. Many shooters,
especially hunters, do not know about
parallax, do not know how to recognizeit
or how to correct it. I have found many
hunters using scopes with which they
couldn' t hit a bull in a barn. Th eyblamed
the rifle.

To determine wheth er a scope hasparal­
lax or not, lay the scope (or rifle and scope)
over a chair, box, or other rest, orclamp it
in a vise so that the cope reticle will bear
on some kind of targe t out at 200 yards.
Then, with out touchin g the rifle or scopein
any way, move the eye up and down and
sideways to the verylimit of th e exit pupil
and see if the cross wires or post moves on
the .target or not. If the reticle travels on
on .some kind of tar get out at 200 yards.
Th en, without touchin g th e rifle or scope in
any way, move the eye up and down and
sideways to the verylimit of th e exit pupil
and see if the cross wires or post moves on
the target or not. If the reticl e travels on
the target as the eye is moved up or down
or sideways, then the scope hasparallax and
is out of focus for the ran ge. The cross wir es
or post or otheraiming point in th e reticl e
should stay fixed on the target without any
movement whatever as th e eye is moved all
around to the limi ts of the exitpupil. If it
does not do so, then you have a parallax
problem and the rifle may shoot groups as
large as thetravel of the ret icle.

That word " may" is important. Good
groups can be made with a scope withparal­
lax, if the eye is placed exactly in th e same
relation to the cente r of th e exitpupil for
each shot. But if you cha nge pos ition or
shoot hurriedly, with your eye off center,
even though you can still see thro ugh th e
scope, then the shot will go wide by as much
as the reticle tr avels on the ta rge t. You may
pinwheel your shots when you are shooting
at a bull seye target, becau se th en you ar e
cheeking the gun the same for each shot;
but when you shoot at game, you may cheek
the gun differently and get a miss. Thi s
accounts for a good man y "mysterious
misses" on game. It 's a good idea to check
for parallax even though your guntargets
accurately. If the reticl e stays steady on the
target regardless of eye position over the
comb of the stock orthrough the exit pupil,
then the scope has no parallax and should
deliver the maximum accuracy of that rifle.

Most target scopes have ad jus table lenses
which can be screwed back andforth until

It IS a different matter. The hunting scope
must be in universal focus, in focus at all
ra nges. I t should show absolutely no paral­
lax at 200 yards. Some will cree p alittl e at
closer ran ges,but that can be ignored so
lon g as there is noparallax at 200. Any
hunting scope which shows parallax at 200
yards and which cannot be easily adjusted
to correct thi s condition, should be returned
to the maker for adjustment.

Another precaution against mysterious
misses is to check all scopeclamps and
mount screws for looseness. Keep themall
turned up tight for best accuracy.

Bore Sighting
Whenever a new scope, or new iron sights

for tha t matter, are mounted on a rifle, a lot
of time and troubl e can be saved by bore
sight ing before sighting in the piece. Lay
the rifle over a box, chair, or other rest, or
clamp it in a vise, preferably where you can
lay it on a tar get out at 200 yards. Shorter
ra nges can be used, but the angle between
the bore axis and the sighting lin e of iron
sights or scopes, makes it best to have con­
sidera ble range involved.

Consider thefront end of the chamber of
the rifle as your rear sight, and the ex­
tr eme muzzle end of the bore as your front
sight: simply double apertures, one at the
extreme rear end of the barrel and one at
the extreme front . Center the muzzle rin g in
the rear or breech rin g. Th en center the
bullseye or oth er ta rge t in the muzzle r ing,
and your rifle is bore sighted on thetarget.

Th en, while a friend holds the rifle per­
fectly solid and still in thi sposition, "adjust
your scope or iron sightsuntil they also bear
on the target. (A vise that will hold the
rifle agai nst movement whil e you move the
sights makes this a one-manjob.) Th e sights
should be ad justed to bear slightly below
where the bore sights on thetarget, to allow
for the trajectory curve and bull et drop .
Th en you are read y totarget the r ifle. It
will save a lot of ammunition to fire your
first shots at 25 yards and get the rifle cen­
tered at tha trange, then move back to 100,
and then to 200 yards.

Of course, man y rifles have closed breeches,
and these cannot be bore sighte d except
with a mirror device. I never cared much
for th is procedure, thou gh it will help; but
all rifles with removable bolts can bebore
sighted by the above met hod s. I have laid
many ri fles on the targetwith th e first sho t,
even out at long ra nge, by first bor e sight ing
at 200 yards and th en cranking on the
required numb er ofminutes of elevation.

NewPachmayr Low-Swing Mount
I used a P achmayr swing mount on a .285

O.K.H. for a good many years, and it never
let me down. August P achmayrhad fitte d
my Mauser with a folding cocking-piece
sight to use in conjunction with the swing
mount , and it made a very effective comb i­
nation. When ra in or wet dr iving snow pro­
hibited the use of the scope, I simply turn ed
it up out of th e way and flipped up the
aperture of that good bolt -sleeve sight. Over
the years, the mount gave excellent service
and could be removed or repla ced in about
10 seconds, and it replaced exactly, with no
change in zero. My one obj ect ion to th e
mount was that it entailed stock cuts on th e
left side of the receiver , and installing it
was a job for a good gunsmith.

Recentl y, Fran kPachmayr has developed
a new vers ion of his famous mount, called
the Low Swing top mount. Th is model has

then cra nke d on th e required number of
minutes eleva tion on the big Fecker Target
scopes. Both rifles pr inted on the target the
first shot at 1000yards, one in the four ri ng
and the other in the three rin g ; so Ihad
no trouble mak ing th e necessary adj ustments
and pu tt ing my second shot wi th each ri fle
in the bul l. Next day, when Eric John son
and Hart used those rifl es, they went into
the black at 1000 yards their first shot. Thi s
shows wha t can be done.

One other gun you can't bore sight is th e
occas ional r ifle th at gets out of its maker's
hand with a crooked barrel. This should
never happen,but I have enco untered many
such rifles, even among those bearing the
names of ourlargest. arms ma kers . These will
seldom bore sight where they shoot ; and
even though perf ectly bore sightedand with
the scope ad justed exactly ri ght , th e darn
guns will st ill requ ire extensive reticl e ad ­
justment. With many scopes, this mean s
having the reticle set way off center in the
scope field. I would never tolerate any rifle
in this condition. If the barr el is too crook ed
to shoot where it bore sights, it is not for me.
Any r ifle with such a crooked barrel should
be returned to its maker, with some perti­
nent comments.

A S HA DGUNS APPROACH RI FLES in power, game
fi and conservation officials in many states ar e corning
to rea lize thathunting with a handgun can be a human e
as well as an effective way to take big game. But every
time someonebreaksinto print on the subject, aman-sized
arg umen t gets star ted. There should be no ar gument.
Handguns can be used successfully to take big game. I
know. I've proved it, and seen itproved, too many times
to have any doubts about it.

I started using ahandgun at a very tender age,and
have been totin g one most of the time ever since. Hunting
with a revolver is exciting- I've done it for the sheerthrill
of stalking and takin g game with a shor t-range weapon.
At other times, I' ve used ahandgun because it was the only
thin g availab le. Sometimes a rifle is excess baggage in the
woods and there have been times when, if it hadn't been
for my heavy-caliber pistol,I'd have gone hungry. With
one or the other of�t �h �~ manv car tr -i dsres r::mgin". hp.twp.p.n

modern .44 Magnum,I've killed many cougar, deer, bea r,
elk, and lesser anim als fr om ground squirrels to coyo tes
and bobcats, to say nothing of birds from grouse to eagles.
The handgun is a versatile provider.

Big game hunting with a pistol has limitati ons which
the hunter must first realizeand place upon himselfand
his hun ting at all times. As with any r ifle or sho tgun,
maximum effective ra nge must be considered (almost cer­
tainly ioill), This may prove to be, not the limits of the
cartridge, but the limit of your ab ility to holdand hit.
Pistol hunt ing is like hun ting with bow or camera. To be
successful, you must work close to the game before alerting
it. Spor tsmanship and woodscraft play a big part here.
You must know how to stalk game, how to put yourself
where you canhit the animal with a quickly vital shot.
Even if you are pretty handy with the one-hand gun,this
means you will restrict most of your shoo ting to well
nnrlp.T 1()() v,n r! " Rnt h"nr! ""ln hnnt' n". w i ll r! pvp]on ('00 ].



hunter becomes the least bit excited, he may shoot at game
that is entirely out of his gun' srange, or his shot may hit
some non-vital area. And if thehunter has even a trace of
" buck fever ," he can' thit the side of amountain with a
handgun.

The best way toavoid the shakes at the sight of your
first deer is to acquire the confidence which comes from
developing your shooting skill. When you arehunting with
a pistol and have a difficult shot to mak e, take the steadiest
shooting position availab le. Don't worry about how Billy
the Kid or Wya tt Earp would have done it . Chances are no
one is watching YOU; and even if they are, you're not trying
to star on TV; your job is to make a clean kill. Most
practice work should be done one-handed,but you should
alsopractice shooting from the var ious positions you might
take in the field, to find out what to expect and which one
seems best for you. Many times atree or rock is handy,
and the arm may be rested across it to steady the hold.
Never rest the barrel or the butt of the gundirectly on a

solid object. Doing thi s, I have found, nearly always
changes the point of impact.

When you have worked out a positi on-possibly seated,
with your back aga inst a tree,or even pr one with two
hands steadying the revolver- prac tice from thi s pos ition
so you will learn what results to expect when game is in
your sights. Shoot at ranges at least up to 200yards to
check dr op and hold-over , the amount of front sight you
may have torun in the rear sight notch to compensate for
the range. You may never use the pistol at such a distance,
but it is valuable to know what to expect.

Shooting at 100 yards is plenty far enough for even
skilled pistolmen, too far for most. Few shooters are
capable of laying their shots into the vital area of a deer
at 200 yards,but prac tice firing at these ranges will show
you your errors. I have often seenmyoId friend and
hunting partner, Elmer Keith , kill chucks and jack rabbits
with 200 yard pistolhits, but few of us are in that class .
Remember , it is wiser to do yourhuntingbefore you shoot,
not afterward. And remember, too, that a hit made on a
small animal like a woodchuck at 200 yards is a killing
wound: ahit of the same energy with the same bullet, on a
deer may only wound.

To settle a few complaints about pistols not beingpower­
ful enough for big game, let's take a look at the calibe rs
available. Compared to the standard rifle calibers formerly
used totake countless thousands of deer and bear, some
pistols today pack a power ful punch. At the turn of the
century, and even more recentl y, calibers such as .38-55,
.38-40, .32-40, .44-40, .35 and .351 Winchester Self-Load­
ing, were considered as fineclose-range deer riflecart­
ridges. But the .357 Magnum, .44 Special with hand­

FOR DEER HUNTERS

EACH FALL, a few milli on hunters take to the woodsafter deer-America's
most hunted big gameanimal. Of thesemilli ons, average hunters like myself

outnumber the experts by 20 to one ormore. But we do comewaddling home
with a lot of tr ophy heads and a lot of venison every season;and we could bring
home a lotmore if we used a weebit more horse senseand a litt le more game
"savvy" in our hunting.

Game conservation ists tell us that deer inmany areas are "under-hunted," that
the herds are too numer ous for the foodavailable-more numerous in some places
than in the days of theDan'l Boone " long hunters." The y'r enumerous, all right;
but I don't think it 's because they are under-hunted-Lordknows there 's enough of
us hunting them! I'd say it was because toomany of us ar efailin g too often to
get the deer wehunt. .

Successful deerhunting involves a lotmore than just shouldering a gun and
heading for the woods, slip-shod andhappy-go-lucky. That kind of deer hunter
will sometimes get his buck. that's true :but not verv often. and not consistently

where the game is. Sounds logical, doesn't it ? But it's
surprising howmany hunters do the opposite !

Failure to get far enough back off the roadsand trails
causes a lot of hunters to fail. It 's :true th at a roadhunter
will somet imes get his buck,but-fi gure it out for yourself :
deer are wild animals,afraid of humans. Doesn't it make
sense that they will avoid , if they can,roads suddenly
teeming with hunters?

Similarly, hunters swarm like bees to the places where
the most deer were sightedduring the opening two or
three days of the season. There, a lot of th em squat on
stands while others mill around in circles, maki ng more
noise than a crew of timber cutters .

It is true that the season's opening will find most of the
deer concentrated in areas where feeding conditions are
best, and it is also true that a lot of hunters will have
these better feeding nooks spotted when the seaso n opens.
But the blitz of the first two or three days will scatter
the deer out over a much wider ar ea. They will move
further back off th e roads and trails, and will roam a
much wider area togather their food. Somemay remain
in the better feedin gareas if these are lar ge enough, an d
othersdrift back to it ; but most of the bucks will head for
and stay in the far frin ge areas as long as the shoo ting
lasts. That's where the yare, an d that's where you should
go to find them.

Deer chased out of their favorite feedin g ar eas during
the first few days of the season do a good share of their

feeding during the day light hours. On bright moonlight

On bright moonlight
nights they may feed at night, but the ir main feedin g
hour s are fromdawn until mid-morning or later, and then
from mid-afternoon until sundown.

In most of the better white-tail areas theprincipal deer
foods are evergreenssuch as cedar, pin e and others, the
soft twigs and limbs of various varieties of undergrowth
bushes, wild grass, mushrooms and acorns. Normally, a
feeding white -tail will cover qui te an ar eaduring a
morn ing's feedin g. Chances ar e the cri tter will work
against the wind.This puts sitting or standinghunters at
a disadvantag e because deer moving up-wind will scent
them and avoid them. Deer depend a lot on their keen
sense of smell towarn them of dange r.

White-ta ils leave signs where they feed in addition to
tracks. A whi te-tail feeding on acorns will ruffle up the
ground leaves which havepartially covered the acorns.
There'll be distinguishable tracks all along to help,and
it is usually easy to see where a tender twig or shoot has
been bitten off. Everg reen feedin g signs areharder to
distinguish, but with a little experience the average hunter
can do it. An observinghunter , if he knowswhat signs
to look for , can follow a feeding white-tail.It takes good
woodsmanship and very cautious stalking ,but it is one
of the best of all ways to put venison in the freezer .

Ease along thr ough the woods slowly, silently, observ­
ing the feedingsigns. Following a feedin g deer, you will
usually be working with the wind in your favor , blowin g
from him, to you. Advance slowly, a few yar ds at a time,
as noiselessly as possible. Examine feedin g signs, then

actually work it better than one. One hunter looks for
the feeding signs and tracks while the other keeps asharp
look-out ahead . Remember,though, not more than two
hunters shouldwork together.Three is one too many.

Concentrate the lookout ahead on the more likely feeding
nooks during the forepart of the morning and after mid­
aftern oon.During the mid-day perio d concentra te on the
thickets and hiding spots where the white-tails areapt
to bed downduring this peri od.

After a white-tail buck beds down for his mid-day siesta
he will be easier to spookthanhe was while he was feedin g.
However, eight times out of ten after he gets the danger
signal he will get upand stand still for a brief look-see.
That'swhen the alerthunter gets his shot. Hunters working
together should not talk whiletrailing, not even in whispers.
Use slow-motion hand signals if you must comm unicate
with each other. No smoking, please; and a cough or
sneeze is usually fatal.

This system works out far betterthan just plai n stalking,
for obvious reasons. Unless following signs and tracks,
the hunter doesn't know what course to take. He will spook
most of the deer before he sees them, and not man y of
us are good enough with high powered rifles to bring down
running deer consistently . Leaverunning shots to the
experts. Stories about their feats make exciting reading,
but we "Average Joes" do well to clobber a stan ding buck
at 50 or 100 yards.

How does all this work out in pr actice? Well, if my

M ANY A WI NTER NIGHT, when I was a kid , my dad and
I would crouch in a wagonb ox near our feed-lot to

shoot the big ,prime-pelted jackrabbits that came to feed off
our haystacks. Those were gri m winters,hard on cattlemen
and jacks alike, and the little slide-action M62 Winchester .22
rifle not only guarded the hay we need for our cattle-it add ed
cash to our income. By spring, the frozen jackswould be
stacked like cordwoo d in the barn, worth five cents each when
the fur buyer came calling. And, in those days, a nickel was
a nickel.

Maybe you didn't know it, but jackrabbit still is amoney
target. Today, prime winter jacks bring twelve to fifteen
times the nickel for which we sold them. During the winter of
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target. Today, prime winter jacks bring twelve to fifteen
times the nickel for which we sold them.During the winter of
1956-57, jacks were selling for as much as 80 cents each in
South Dak ota. One dealer bought nearl y 100,000. The total kill
in the state was close tol lh million. And you know how it is
with rabbits : there were more of them when the shooting
stopped than when it started.

I'm not saying, " Here' s an easy way to make yourfortune! "
It isn't. Expenses being what they are, I doubt that many
hunters today make a mentionable pr ofit shooting jacks ;but
a lot of us do break even on traveland ammunition expenses;
and that in itself makes thesport pract ically unique. And it
is a sport; if you think not, tr y it. The jack isbig, but he's
fast, tough, and notprone to wait on a slow shooter. And
before you star t getting sentimen tal about this "s laughter of
innoce nts," rememberthat in many areas jacks are pests,
fora ging by thehundreds of thousandsover crops needed for
other uses.

The ri fles used for jackrabb it hunting range fr om the .22
rimfire up through medium big-game calibers including the
.30-06. And in the smoothbore department, shotguns run the
gamut fr om the slim .410's to big 10 gauges.

Likewise,hunting pr actices vary . Some huntersprefer to take
it easy along country side roads, stopping fr equently to
scrutinize the surroundings with a good bin ocular , then pickin g
off the jack with a scope-equipped rifle. Others like to take
off across fieldsand pastures and walk up their jacks,taking
them on therun with a shot gun or takin g them sitting or
running with a rifle. Organized drives, in which man yhunters
circle an area and move in to a common center, are staged in
some localities. Only shotguns ar e permitted in drive hunting,
and a kill of one jack per acre is not unu sual in years when the
prolific hares ar e at their cyclic peak.(Continued on page 38)

of plain s game as ther e is in eastern Afr ica. Given reasonableprotection

and enoughrange, these magnifi centanimals could be with us for centuries. On
the otherhand, total extermination canhappen, as has occurred in many sections
of South Africa. Thethreat is not fr om sport hunters but from the great increase
and out -spread ing of thenative population. Even now there is a steady decrease
of animals in some sections. The na tives trap, or kill with poisonarrows, and
muzzleloaders, a greatamount of th is game each year for meat ,and as their
farms spread the game is losingmore and more of itsrange. Still, there are so
many remaining and so great a variety as to dazzle the eyes of an American
hunter. .

Afr ican plains game requ ires good rifle work, often to very longrange and
seldom at very closerange.Shotswill avera ge out at 250 to 350 yards. There is
great variation in size, fro m the tin y dik-d ik, not much largerthan a big
Montanajack rabbit, to the enormous eland bull, which may weigh up tonearly
a ton. In general, thebigger plains game is tough game. The greaterand lesser

but even these can abso rb a lot of lead if not hitright.
My fr iend, Capt.L. E. Wadman, hit abig eland bull several
times with his 7x64 mm, loaded with 175-gr. Nosler bullets,
and finall y put a .476 ball th rough both shoulders. Even
then, the great bull remai ned on his feet for some time. Tall
as a horse,and looking something like a Jersey bull in
shape and color, they can jump ten feet high when neces­
sary and are wonderfully active for such a great beast.
They make mighty fine eating, too.

The litt le Th omson's gazelles, commonly called Tommies,
run abo ut 40 pound s in weight and are pr obably the most
numerous of all plains game. These beautiful littl e antelope,
with their distinctive black markings, have a blacktail
which is constantly in motion, like a car's windshield
wipers. They will run ahead of yourhunting car, much as
an Americanpronghorn will, and you' ll usuall y get shots

Next in size is Grant's gazelle, weighing around 125
pounds; a very beautiful antelope withhorns much larger
but similar to theringed horns of the Tommy. Ahandsome
trophy, he's usually found in the same ar ea asTommies.

The impala, a larger, heavier antel opeabout the size of
a whitetail deer and with longer legsthan the Grant's, is
a prodigious jumper. When at full speed you will often see
one animal sail ri ght out over the top of some of his com­
panions. They are very fast. I remembershooting at a
particularly good buck late one evening ataround 150 to
200 yards , I swung thecrosshairs of my .333 O.K.H. well
ahead ofthat buck, only to see the heavy 300-gr. bullet
whip up dust a foot behind his rump. I did not get a
second shot.

You will also see water buck: a big, heavy, toughanimal,

Probably the most common of all
plains game is thezebra. They some­
times run in huge herds and are also
frequently a pest as you stalk some
animal you want badly. Theseprison­
garbeddonkeys ar e usually fat, one of
the few plains animals that is. I no­
ticed the three I killed for meat, skins,
and lion bai t were all very plump,
carrying a yellow fat not unlike that
on a Jersey cow. Like most wild ani­
mals, they'remind readers, too. When
you don 't wan t one, they will stand
within 100 to 200 yards of you; but
when you need one, they will be out
at 350 to 450 yards.

Zebras are quite heavy, going 600
pounds or better. Carefulshooting is
required, as they are also tough. I
killed two with quarteringshots to the
spine from the front edge of the shoul­
der, both with 300 gr. Kynoch soft
points from my .333 O.K.H., and one
at 255 yards hit at the base of the neck
with a 300-gr. soft poin t.

I took two litt le Tommy bucks, one
at just 90 yards as he wasquartering
awa y. This little buck stopped cold
when the 300-gr. soft nose , steel-jacket
Kynoch bullet hit him. The other
Tommy I gave a heart shot from the
sitting position, using a 300-gr. solid
bullet as he stoodbroadside at 250
yards. He ran about 100 yards be­
for e dropping. Solids are very good

for these small antelope,wasting little
of that excellent Tommy, Grant, and
impala meat.

I took one Grant at around 350 to
400 yards. Sitting on an ant hill , we
could just see the tops of hishorns
above the tall grass. With the rifle
sighted for 200yards I held between
the horns as he walked awayfrom us.
He jumpedand ran, and I had to give
him a raking shot to finish him off.
The first shot had hit the neck but
missed the spine. I also took one
impala with a heart shot over open
gro und at 226 yards with the 300-gr.
soft nose from prone position, kill ing
him instantly. This was a verypretty
head.

Wildebeest and hartebeest, the latter
called Kongoni, are very common
plains game andappearin huge herds.
Both are about thehomeliest beasts
imaginable. They look as ifparts from
ante lope, buffa lo, and muleshad been
used to make the compositeanimal!
The wildebeest is the heavier of the
two, and tough as aboot. I killed two
for lion and leopardbait, and got my
leopard over one of them. My second

wildebeest was shotfrom a prone posi­
tion with sling, as he ran acrossmy
front at 350yards. It was like shooting
on a tar get range. A long string of
them were sailing along in high gear
and I swung my cross wires out some
six feet aheadof a big bull 's noseand
cut loose. The heavy 300-gr. slug
struck him at spin e levelback of the
shoulder, and heturned somebeauti­
ful somersaultsbefore coming to rest .
The bullet, while breaking the spine,
did not penetrate pastthat point.

The wildeb eest is adark grey color
streaked with blackand with wrinkled
neck. The Kongoni is a tan colored
brute with a yellowish white rump,
like our elk. He has anungainly gait ,
like the wildebeest ,but he jumpshigher
and more erratically. The long, sad­
looking faces, the glands below the
eyes, and the peculiar, crooked horns
and long ears, all combine to make the
Kongoni runner-up to the wildebeest
for homeliness. I had no desire for
either of these animals as a trophy,
nor would I even mount one. We shot
them only because weneededmeatand
lion bait. (Continued on page34)

IS THE GUN FOR SNIPE

Light, fast-handling doubles will be brought back to marshes,
author says , by popular demand for guns right for snipe.

By FRANCIS E. SELL

T HE JACKSNIPE, that potent little
arbiter of wildfowl guns and gun­

ning in the past, is going to have a
profound influence also on shotguns of
the future. Now that he is legal game
again, he may aga in make the double
gun a favorite in the marshes. One
thing sure, he willmake gunne rs take
a secondlook at the guns they carry
for wildfowling; and my bet is tha t
the 20 gauge double is going to be­
come more and more popular.

Call him snipe, jacksnipe, Wilson's
Snipe, or what you like- nobody in­
the 20 gauge double is going to be­
come more andmore popular.

Call him snipe, jacksnipe, Wilson's
Snipe, or what you like- nobody in­
clud ing the scientist seems able to agree
on his name any more than hunters
can agree on how to shoot him-for
my money there is no game bird quite
his equal in the marshes. When he
faded out of the hunting pictur e after
the first World war, the trend toward
light double guns, light loads, and
small shot was ha lted. The heavy wild­
fowling 12 gauge had its inning. So
did heavy shot, 2's, 4's , replace the
highly popular 7lh. But now that thi s
long billed littl e bog jumper is back,
he is already making his impression
on pr esent-day gunne rs.

The snipe bag limit is eight a day,
and on most migra tory flyways the
season is reasonably long. But, because
snipe have been on theprotected list
for so long, snip e guns ar e noticeabl y
absent from themarshes. Even the
techniqu e of gunning snipe is almost
a lost art. Men who have turned to
snipe after the long closed season ar e,
however , already avid snipe gunners.
And, by the same token, they ar e dis­
covering tha t those heavy pump guns
and auto-loaders ar e not right for
snipe shooting. It takes something

GETTI NG LOST IN HUNTING COUNTRY can be amild
adventure, or it can be deadl y serio us. Which it is for

you depends on how you pr epare for it ,and how you face it.
Don't think it can't happ en ; ithappens to the best ofhunters.
Even Da niel Booneadmitted that there were tim es when he was,
if not lost, " a mite confused." The smart hunter prepares for
it by careful planning befor eit happens.

Much of this plann ing centers about the rifle, the amm unition
supply, and careful sighting -in fortwo types of shoo ting . (The
careful hunter knows, too, how to star t a firewith his rifle, if
he shouldrun short of matches or get hismatches wet. We'll
come tothat later. )

First, let's talk about thekind of shoo ting you' ll need to
do in case you should become lost.Imagine there's a snow­
stor m, and must spend a day, or two orthree days, or even
a week, away fr om camp. Your first thoughts will be concerned
with thr ee things: food, shelter, and fire. Their order of im­
portance depends on circumstances.If night is near when you

discover you' re lost, shelter comes first, then fire. Food
can wait till tomorrow. Remember , you'renot going to
starve to death. You can go without food for a long time,
if you have to, though hunger will add to your discomfort
and sap vitality needed to meet otherproblems. But unless
you're fool enough tohunt in country where there's no
game of any kind, there's food availab le.

If you' re big-gamehunting, your chances of shoo ting
big game are exac tly as good when you' re lost as they
were when you knew where camp was. But you don't need
a big game ani mal for a meal. Where there's big game
there's sure to be smaller beasties ; and a grouse (or any
bird, for that matter ) or a squirre l or a rabbit, or even a
less Epicurean beast, is food-if you can kill it .

You can kill it. You can kill it much easier if you'v e
made a few simp le prepa rations.

This is a different kind of shoo ting than that which
would place a mushrooming bullet int o the twelve-inch vital
area of a mule deer. Here you'll beaiming at the meat
for a dish (maybe a pretty small dish ) of camp stew; a
ta rget maybe two inches in (Continued on page44)

W e had ju st loca ted a fine. man ed li on and
bad ly needed abait.

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As 1 point ed out above, you should always
have your big game rifle along when out for
plain s game, and you should alsotake
along your shotgun or .22 rifl e forbird
hooting. Plains hunting offers a wealth of

bi rd and wildfowl shooting and anyhunter
who fail s to go prepar ed for it will regr et
having missed the opportunities offered.

For hunting the light er Afri can plain s
game, much of which is shot at vety long
range, I'd recomm end the 7x61 mm Sharpe
& H art and the .300 Magnum (the latter
with 220 gr. bull ets, preferably ) to those
wanting factory ammo. Th e .285 O.K.H., the
7x64 mm or other 7mm Mag nums or near ­
magnums are fine r ifles for the li ght er stuff.
but most of these are han dloading pr oposi­
tions, unl ess you can locat e some of the
impor ted German cartr idge s. I' ve found the
big 7 mm calibe rs with 175· to 180·gr. bull ets
flatter over long ran ges than the .300
Ma gnum. Th e 7x61 mm S&H, load ed with
the exce lle nt 175-gr. osler bullets, is ideal
[or the small er Afr icanplains an ima ls, as is
the .285 O.K.I-I . similarly loaded.

For the larger pla ins gam e-Gnu or
wild ebeest , Kongoni , oryx, zebra, roan , eland,
- I beli eve in usin g a more powerful rifle.
Th e .375 Magnum or .333 O.K.H. ar e idea l
[or th ese spec ies and excellen t on lion and
leopar d as well.

A dependab le 4·p ower scope on the big
plains rifle will help you spot lion and
leopard in the dim light of lat e evening and
earl y morning, and also to pr operl y place
your sho ts on distan t antelope. Wanting to
hold weight to theminimum f took only my
.333 O.K .H. with K4 Weaver scope, using it
as a " medium" rifle on everyth ing from
Tommi es to roan. A .35 Whelen or .375

Smallestof pla ins gameis tiny Dik-dik,
o r mousedeer,aboutsize of housecat.
wounded and. when the hunt er passes by,
he'll jump up and charge with those shar p,
deadly horn s. J ohn Lawrence had a couple
of close calls wit h these bu shbuck s befo re
he learned to respect them.

I passed up shots at wat er buck . topi.and
other spec ies on num er ous occasions. 1 was
not int er ested in taking a big bag, but
rath er in gell ing a few of the finer specimens
of plains ga me, in add iti on, of course, to
" the big five." This we succeeded in doin g.
Wc saw some lesserkudu bu t 1 did not even
take out th e spec ial license for them as 1
want ed and got a very fine grea terkudu
a nd a fine sa ble. Both of these bucks, th e
fincst antelo pe tr ophies in all Afr ica , are
found more in the Miombo bush country
than on the pla ins. Wh ile we saw the roa n
(or K irongo , as the natives call him ) man y
limes. we never aw anykudu or sable in
the open.

1
k illed mine on the edge of a vast plain lead­
ing down to Lak e :\1an yarr a . The oddrhino
may also be enco untered in the bush alo ng
thc border of pla ins coun try, so when ak ing
off int o the blue for a morn ing or even ing
hu nt, you should have both heavy and light
r ifles along- you never know what game
may appear.

Us ually you hunt until about ten o'clock,
then come in for a lat e breakf ast, lie
around cam p until about 3 or 4 in the
a fter noon, then go for an even inghunt.
Except when trailing elephant, buffalo, or
rhi no it is eas y hun tin g, and anyone in even
reasonab ly good hea lth can do it. Well before
da yli ght your boy comes in with a scald ing
cup of tea, pu ll s your mosq uito net away,
and you' re awa ke. Yo u wa h. cra wl in to
your clot hes and off you go in th e sa far i
car [or th e morn inghunt. You can be sure
o f see ing something new or un usual every
day, and on ma ny days you'll seelit er all y
hundreds, sometimes thousand s. of head of
ga me. Br iti sh law prohibits shooting from
a car or wi thin 200 yard s of it, and th e
whit e hunters observe thi s r ule rel igiously.
Thc law is a good one ; any hu nter wor thy
of the nam e should stalk his game or forego
th c shot. Succes full y ap pr oach ing big game.

luck. What usually happens is that a single
pellet of shot finds thebrain. Using the 1% ·
ounce HV load of 4's or 6's in th e average
full- choke gun, 40 yards i roughly the lim it
for consistent kill s on stra ightaway jacks.
However , the jack that i quar ter ing away
from the gun, or one that isrunning at right
angles to the lin e of fire, is a more vuln er­
abl e tar get. Becau se the vita l areas are
better exposed, maximum effective range is
about five yard more. In thi s load, the 40·
yard energy of a single No. 4 pellet is
nearl y double that of a pellet of No. 6,hut
the pattern densit y of 4's fall s off so rapidly
that the d ifference in kill ingrange between
the two sizes is negl igibl e. Naturally, 4'
ar e the bett er size whenma anurn load s are
used, for the increase in pellet count per
load add s up to a denserpattern , and thi s,
combined with great er reta ined energy of
the larger pellets, extends th emaximum
effective ra nge by several yard s.

In my op inion, No. 5 shot is top s for h ig
jacks in the P4,-ounce loading, providi ng the
gun pa ttern s th is size well. P er load, th is
size beats 4's by 43 pellets,and at 40 ya rds
it packs one and one half times more wall op
per pellet than 6's. Thi s makes it a jack
kill er at 45 to 50 yards, assuming a 70 per
cent or bett erpattern .

Becau se of size, alarge ja ck may look
about ten yards closer to the gunthan he
actually is, especiall y when a whi te-coated
ja ck is boldly outl ined again st a non-snow
background. When in doubt as to wheth er or
not a jack is close enough to be kill ed
cleanl y, the be t policy is not to chance a
shot which may result in a cripple. Jack

BARGAIN EVER
SHOOTERS

Th e largest of the thr ee spec ies of jacks is
the whi te-tailed ja ck of the north ern plain s.
He is a big fellow, weighing six to eight
pou nds on the averag e.During most of the
year, he is br ownish-greybut in wint er he
is pal e grey to snow whil e except for the t ips
of his five-inch ears. which ar e alwaysdark.
Today, only a small per cent of ja cks are
used for fur ; most pelts go toEurope to be
processed as felt. Carcas e make food for
either hum an or animal consumption.

W hen there is no snow on the ground, as
in late fall and earl ywinter, the jack' s

new white coat is highly visib le and, in order
to escape detect ion, he takes1.0 cover. This is
the best time for shotgunners to be afield ,
for it is und er these cir cum stan cethat the
ever-watchful jack is lea t inclined to streak
away from his bed, or form ,before the
hunter gets within range. Occasiona lly a
jack will per mit a hunter to come within
a lew yards beforebolting.

Th e ma jority of scattergunhunters favor
a 12 gauge that will deli ver a full-chokepat­
terri, with nothing less than th e P 4,·ounce
high-velocity game load carry ing No.4, 5,
or 6 shot. From my own experience, I would
say tha t ahunter using a smaller gauge, less
choke, a light er shot load , or a smaller shot
size, i definit ely undergunned.

Over the years I have seen a handful of
clean kill s with the l 14·ounce load attruly
phenomenal range. Once I saw a straight­
away jack stopped at 72 yards with No. 4
shot, and a quarter ing jack roll ed tail-over­
appetite at 67 yard with o. 6's. (F ull choke
pattern , of course.) But uch kill s arepure

In the rifle department, the .22 r imfire
probably ta kes more jackra bbits out of cir­
culation than all other cal ibers combined.
Th e common .22 packs enough wallop and
its ammunition is easy on th e pocketbook.
Pump-repeaters and auto-loaders get the nod
from those who take jacks onIhe r un. These
actions let the shooter get a second or third
bu llet on its way in a lmost nothi ng flat, b ut
with bolt-action rifles the hand mu st move
from grip to bolt an d back again. Thi s takes
time ; usually pulls the rifle off the target.

The open sights tha t most .22's wear when
they leave the factory are fine for general
pl inking, bu t leave much to be desired when
it comes to game or varm int shooting. It 's
a sure bet you'll do more accurate shooting
with a good adjustab le peep sight, or a
scope.

For running jacks, equip your .22 wit h a
peep sight, or a 2l/2·powcr scope with a
reasona bly wide field of view, like the
modera tely-pr iced Weaver J2.5 model, for a
fast sight pictur e. For "s niping" at jacks
crouched in their day beds, a low-pri ced 4·
or 6·power scope such as the Weaver B
ser ies, or Mossberg, will do very well. Wi th
thi s glassware the field of view will be a bi t
more restricted, but since the target is not
moving that will be no great handicap.

Seventy-five yards is a pra ct ical range at
which to zero the scope-equipped .22 for
sniping jacks. Thi s will put .22 Long Rifle
hollow point s {shorts and longs do not have
adequate power for anchoring jacks} approxi­
mately one inch high at 50yards and t hree
inches low at 100.

have tremendous vital ity, and you may not
be able to get close enough to finish him off.
The big white-tailed jackrab bit is also fast.
He is capa ble of sprints of up to 40 m.p.h.

On dry win ter ground, jacks favor the
short outer edges of brush patches and
stands of tall cover. The pr eferred cover is
either weeds or grass, usuall y not over a
foot and a hal f in heigh t.Hunting thi s type
of cover, it is seldom possible to spot a ja ck
until suddenly he is rac ing away. Vetera n
hunt ers never pass up even isolated clum ps
of weeds. Even if only a few feet square,
they are big enough to hide a jack and in
real rabbit country there' ll be one there.

As soon as snow completely blanket s the
countryside, the jacks scatte r widely and
blend perfectly with the snowscape. To spot
a jack on the snow, look for his eyes. You
will see only one of them, dark in color,
about the diameter of a penny, and visible
at a surpr ising d istance. The jack's black ­
tipped ears, flattened back toward his shoul­
ders as he crouches in his form, ar e also di s­
cern ible but never as easily as the eye. Wh en
yon spot h im, the best way to pro ceed th at
I know of is to act as though you haven 't
seen him. Continue on a coursethat will by­
pass the jack by at least 20 yards. Th is
simple ru se is fairly successful pro vid ing
the jack happens to be an "uneducated" one.
Once a jack has been under fire, he will
usuall y spook at an impossible shotgun ran ge,
no matter how clever your stratagem. Tha t's
when you wil l need a ri fle.

If the snow deepens as winter advances ,
jackr abbits abando n open fields and pastures.
The besthunting then will be in or near the
cover tha t remains exposed-brush, patches
of tower ing weeds, and shelterbelts- for such
habitat will offer the only supply of available
food. A concentra tion of jacks can damage
young trees in a sheltcrhelt , che wing them
down level with the snow, and thi s is another
reason for their being classed as varmints.

I have shot jacks at close range with a
full -choke .410, using the 3· inch shell

with No. �7�~�~ shot. I have also ki lled jacks
cleanly using the 3-1%-7% trap load in an
improved cylinder 12 gauge. But the choke­
load combina tion suita hle for cottonta il
shooting is far from ideal on jacks. Shot­
gunning the king-size prai r ie hares is in some
ways compara ble to long ra nge waterfowl
shooting. Opp ortun ities to score on ja cks at
less than 35 yards are few. Long ra nge kills
need a heavy charge of shot and a tight
pattern , espec ially to connec t when he moves
out at a run .

As a ru le, a jack will r un for all he is
wort h when he breaks from h is form, pick ing
up speed so rap idly that by the t ime your
trigger is ready he will be doing 30 to 35
m.p.h. You will have to swing ahead for
plent y of lead on a crossing jack. Cut th at
lead in half for a quartering target. Stra ight­
away shots also req uir e lead , and in th is case
it means shooting high or over thetarget.
This is accomplished simply by ra ising th e
muzzle enough so that the jack is comple tely
blott ed from view at the instant of firin g.

Remember that a jack' s vita l area is
locat ed in the forward one-third of his fr ame,
and in order to tumble him clea nlythis is
the machin ery that must be knocked out.If
the hu nter keeps his eye ri veted on th e

a small compa s, a colla ps ibledrinking cup,
a co uple of cho cola te bars, a tobacco t in
filled wit.h a Iew first a id item s, and some
emergencyration s lik e inst.ant coffee or tea
an d soup mix es in small cell opha ne pack ets,
may co me in m ight y ha nd y.

A good hu nting kni fe wi th belt sca bbard is
a must for th e deerhunter ; and do n't forget
a coil of some kind of sma ll tou t rope or
ra whide for d ra gg ing out that buck. Binocu ­
lars will save you a lot of walking by en­
abling you to sea rc h di stant places for sig ns
of game. If you do n' t have th em ,the cope
on yo ur rifl e will do m uch th e same j ob in
most eas tern whi te- ta il te r r itory.

Ex cept. for the sout.heas tern coas t.al swamp
ar ea s wher e deerhunting is don e mostly
wit.h hou nd s and sho tgun and buck shot
load s, mo t whit e-tail huntin g i done with
high powered r ifle . 1y own pet brush ­
count ry deer rifl e is a Mo del 336 Ma rl in
.30-30 ca rb ine, with a Weav er K2.5 scope.
For my own per son alhunting, I woul dn't ask
for a better co mbina tion for whi te-tail s. I
use 170 gra in so ftpointbullet s, a nd th er e's
ample wa llop her e to clob ber awhite-tall if
the bullet is placed in th e right pot. The
scope very definitely helps pla ce th e bullet
in that spot.

I lik e th e com bina tion I have ju st. de­
scribed because it is handy. It. is ·hort., not
too heavy, works without ma lfunction , wi ll
tak e a lot of ab use, an d J can use the scope
for bo th shooting a nd br u h-country spott ing.

Th e .30·06 is an
old stand-by, an d wit.h 180 gra inbulle ts is a
dandy deer hun tin g combina t ion for th e aver­
age hunter. Several other ca libers ncar th e
.30-30, .270 , .308, a nd .30-06 ra nge are a lso
good.

Ri fle type is la rgel y a matter of personal
pr efe rence. There are pump action rep eat­
ers , a uto-loaders. bo lt. act ion s. and lever
ac tion s to choose from. Average hunters w ill
act wi ely if th ey tr y out a ll th ese design s
be fore making a final choice. ] f you have
no cho ice, buy anyone of th ese ac tions in
a pr op er cal iber , lea rn to hooti t, and yo u
will do a ll ri ght. I personall y lik e th e fee l
and swing of a short. car bine best.With on e
of th ese rifles in my hands, I have shoot ing
confide nce in myself. And that hoot.ing co n­
fiden ce is mighty import ant . Without it , th e
hunter won ' t do very well with any r ifle.

A nother hunter may li ke the feel a nd
swing of an a uto-loa der orpump bett er . O ne
of my deer hunting budd ies swears b y h i
.30·06 Remington " Woodmaster " a uto -loader.
He usually ge ts hi s bu ck , too. Ano ther friend
wouldn't think of heading into th e wood
for deer withou t hi s .308 Winche ter Model
70 bolt act ion . He al so pa ckshor..e ven ison
alm o t everyseason. The latter uses a sco pe
on h i rifl e ; the former fri end doe not.

Whatever yo ur cho ice is, be ur e th at th e
rifl e feels and swings to suit yo u, a ndthat
you ha ve confidence in yo ur shoot ing ability
with it. The rifl e will do it s part- _

in th e brush and hunt care fully, bag aro und
75 per cent of th ewhite-tail s taken eve ry
season. Th e roadhunter s, th ou gh far mor e
numer ou s, get possibly5 per ce n t ; and th e
careless happy-go-lucky c lan, wh ose number
is legion, get perhap 15 to 20 per cent of
th e deer k ill ed. T h is is wh y somany of the
better whi te-tail a reas ar e reported " unde r­
hunted." A ctua ll y, I have yet to vis it a good
deer hunting terri tor y that was lacking hunt­
ers during the hunting sea son. P lenty of
hunter s wer e present, bu t far too man y of
th em wer e looking for " the eas y way," and
far too few wer e will ing to hit the brush far
back off th e road and wood s trail s.Sur­
prisingl y few ga ve mu ch reall y erious
thought to their hunting, an d st ill few er had
mor e than cas ua l knowledge of the habits
of th e deer th ey sought.

Even th e clothes I' ve see n some hu nt ers
wea ri ng wer e eno ug h to spook abarnyard
stee r . I have see n hunter s in st iff d uck coa ts
and pants while huntin g territor y wher e th e
undergrowth wa s rank and thi ck. A li mb
raking acr oss a stiff du ck pants-leg will
warn a buck a hundred ya rd s away. Du ck
outer clothes are all right in sec t ions wh er e
th e under growth is not de nse, but not right
a t all in thi ck et y underbrush co untry. A ny
so ft-fin ish material is bett er ,

Se lect shoes or shor t boot s that ca n be
walked in comfor ta blyand noiselessl y. Wool
sox keep th e feetwarmer , and do n' t be silly
eno ug h to go into t.he deer wood s anywhe re
north of the Ma son-Dix on li ne wear ing shor t
underwear. Wear a wool fla nnel sh irt , ca p
wit h ear flap s, and don't. for get wool shooter 's
gloves. Wear heavy woolpants by all mean s
if it. is cold -cl ima te hunting. A half fr ozen
h unt er ca n se ldo m shoot st ra ight.It is bett er
un derwear: Wea r a ' woo l �'�t�l �a�n�~ �e�l . shir t, ca p
wi th ear flap s, and don't for get wool hoot er 's
gloves. Wea r heavy wool pants by a ll mean
if i t is cold-cl ima te hunting.

tail. In th ree jumps, he was out of sight.
But I knew where th e bullet had landed
and I wasn't worried . The third j ump he
mad e was his last. I found him neatl y piled,
with a big hole where th e .44bullet had
plowed complete ly th rough both shoulders.

Th e cho ice of revolvers for big game alter­
nates between the single action and the
doubl e action. Th e big Ruger is ideal for
hunting big game, within th e limit s of the
hunter's ab ility to hit. It s balance is good ;
it absorbs the recoil of full-p ower .44Mag­
nu m cartr idges sothat there is no severe
shock to the shooter 's ha nd. Testing it , I
found the gun to be extremely accurate with
either factor y or handloads, and it showed
no sign of Icadin g aft er firing manyrounds
of eac h. A handload of 22 grains of # 2400
behind the Keith 250 gra in bullet gave the
same po int of impact as th e Remi ngton
factory load, and seemed to be equal in
accura cy with deep er penetra tion. I shot
a bobcat recen tly with this gun, at abo ut
20 yards, using the Remington fac tory load.
The Ru ger punched a dollar-sized hole
through both shoulders and kill ed hi m so
dead he never even kicked.

Being a single act ion does not detract
from using this Ruger as a.hunting gun. In

.44 bullet took her j ust und er the eye an d
came out at the base of the ear on the off
side. A lot of rifle bullets won 't do as well.
I had my elk.

Bear tak en with ha nd gun s ar e th e sub­
jects of some prett y tall tal es-man y of
them tru e. An old outd oor magazine once
publ ished a photo of a black bear and the
gun that killed it : a tin y .22 S&W Lady­
smith ! More rece ntly from Alaska come
accounts of a brown bear killed with a .44
Ruger Magnum. But there is some differ­
ence of opinion about how hard the ordi­
nary black bear is to kill. Any exper ienced
bear hunter knows that if a bull et is not
properly p laced, the bear will mak e a lot
morc tracks belore he expires . He may
mak e them stra ight at the shooter, and in
that cas e he can be bad med icine-s-several
hundred pou nds of it. wh ich you had bett er
stop, and stop qu ickly.

I don't know of any rifleman who has
stopped a bear any quicker than I didwith
a sixgun. J had spooked him with a shot
that mis ed. hut he ca me out of cover and
stopped to look back. 1 was read y, lying
on a ledge with my arm rested stead ily
over a rock . He stood a long 125 ya rds
away and broad side.

easily superior to most of the standard big
game calibers of a genera tion past. Th e pistol
demands more stalking skill. more because
the accuracy is restricted to closer ra nges
than becau se big ca libers are lackin g in
power. Where penet rat ion counts, a heavy
pistol bul let will often do the job bett er
than a standard rifle bull et .

Recentl y I checked some .30·06 load s
again st the .44 Specia l for penetrati on. Th e
ta rge t was a fir b lock 16" in d iameter.
Bullets in the .30·06 were Iacrory-Ioaded
Remin gton Core-Loki which have few peers
for deep penetrati on. Th e handload ed .44
Spec ial, 250 gra in Keith bu llet cas t hard.
one to ten , was backed by 18.5 gra ins of
# 2400 powder. When the block was spli t
open, I found the .44bullets had averaged
2" deeper penetration than the .30·06. Clear­
Iy, the .44 Special is a very potent package
if properl y loaded.

On e night when the pack horses had
strayed off,J took aft cr them with an arm­
load of halters, and my Smith & Wesson
Model 1950 .44 Special in its holster.J d id
not want to be burd ened with a rifle,but J
d id want to han g up some venison befor e
the hunt was over. As I wa lked a long the
trai l, keep ing one eye peeled for the horses
and the other open for deer , I spotted a
mul e deer , head pok ed just over the top of
a r idge, lookin g me over. On ly his head and
part of his neck were visible at about 40
yards.

Th e dogs had jumped the cat and she
came tearin g around a ledge smack at my
face. Th e .44 Special was in a shoulder
holster und er my coa t and , as I gra bbed for
it , she leaped for aboulder above me. I got
the first shot off, doubl e action, as she
touched the bould er , and knew I had missed.
As she went over my head I let a second one
go. It took her in the bott om of the rib s
and came out the back. Th e impactturned
her over , and my third shot slashed her
across the hould ers as she gained the corne r
of the cliff. Perha ps there was no actual
need for thi s double action shooting ; I was
star tled, and what I did came from reflex
action and long tra ining with a pistol. Gen­
era lly speak ing, doubl e acti on shooting on
impul se has no place in big ga mehunting.
But a man tra ined by muchpracti ce to
poin t where he looks can get results. In
thi s instance, it got me a cat Iwouldn't
have gotten any other way.

If th c pistol is carried as an auxi liary
weapon, as is don e by ma ny fishermen in
the bear-infested salmon streams of Alaska.
there may come a lime to use it , and fast!
-'f an y hunters contendthat if you can't stop
an animal with a rifl e, you sure can't stop
him with a pi tol. I can' t agreewith that.
Your rifle may jam or it may be out of
reach ; or, if a bear charges, th e long gun
may be too long to swing or it ma y be
knocked out of your hand s, or you may dr op
it. With a heavy-caliber hand gun , you can
still shoot your way out of a bad situat ion.
Expert Afri can hunters have recommend ed
carrying a hand gun in addition to a rifl e,
particula rly when hunting dangerou s game
such as l ion and leopard. But recent African
weapo ns law have restri cted pistol carry ing .

Before you strap on your pet handgun and
set out to take big game, you had bett er
chec k the game laws in the state where you

carrying a hand gun in addition to a rifle,
particularl y when hunting dan gero us game
such as l ion and leopard. But recent Afr ican
weapons laws have restricted pistol carry ing.

Before you stra p on your pethandgun and
set out to take big game, youhad bet ter
check the game laws in the sta te where you
will hu nt. A lett er to the state's capital,
addresscd to the " State Game& Fish Depart­
ment," will almost a lways reach the author­
ity who can give you the curre nt information.
Game laws are frequently changed, but th e
trend these days is to consider bullet energy
and no longer restrict the shooting in term s
of " rifle" or "pistol." -'Ian y states do prohibit
the nse of a pistol fortaking big game. But
some, such as ew Mexico, now allo w hand­
guns of Magnum power for deer and bear
hunting. And almost all sta tes where cougars
and bobcats, or coyotes. are cla ssed as var­
mints, all ow pistols for hunting them.

Th ere is a lot of fun in hunting with a
pistol, whether you hunt for thethrill of
hunting with a di fficult but handy weapon,
or do it onl y because circumstances make a
rifle a poor choice to carr y.If your pistol
is accura te, fitted with good adj usta ble sights
and chambered for one of the most powerful
cartr idges, i t will do. Loadwith good flat­
point solids or hollow point bull ets, accord ­
ing to the game you're aft er.

Don't tr y hunting big game with ahand­
gun (or any weapon ! ) until you can shoot
well enough to do a clean job. Then don't
exceed thelimitatio ns of either yourse lf or
your gun. Even more sothan with a rifle,
the hun ter-s-th e man behind the gun- is
wha t determines wheth er the gun is ade­
qu ate. Is your gun acc urate? Is your ca r-

excellent, since they can be fold ed on the
barrel, out of the way of eithe r th e receiver
sight or scope, hu t still instantly availab le
when wanted for small game shooting. Th ey
should be used with a qui ck-detachable scope
mount, or with a receiver sight with a re·
movabl e sl ide, such as the Redfield Model 80.

1£ your big-game sighting equipment is a
scope, th ere ar e several other approaches to
the pr oblem. With the Buehler scope mount,
th ere is h is " l ittle blu e peep" which can be
used when th e scope is removed .It fits
directly on the scopemount base, and re­
turns to zero very nicely. Th e "l ittle blu e
peep" ca n be used [or midrange loads, and
carr ied (a fter bein g sighted in ) in a pocket
or in a rifle butt-pla te trap.

William s Quick Convertible mounts can be
used with their "ace in the hole" peep. It ,
lik e th e Buehl er auxiliary sight, can be re­
moved and replaced, and always returns to
zero.

Two mild obj ect ions to such auxiliary
sights ar ethat th ey are notcarried perrna­
nently on the ri fle, and there is a sl igh t delay
when you want to use the midrange sights.
They ar e minor obj ecti ons, however. Usually,
when a hunt er is lost and on th eprowl for
small game, he will have made th e necessary
sight change.

Some hunters prefer offset scope mounts,
such as the Echo or Will iams, whi ch permit
them to use th eir receiver sights for mid ­
range load s. Th is mak es an excelJent "s ur­
vival" combination, with th e small-game
sighting equipment in stantly available.

In pr eparing a rifle for wildern esshunting,
nothing should be overlooked wh ich will
mak e it more versatile.For example, acorn­
pa ss can be inl ett ed in th e rifle stock. It is
not quite as accura te as ahand-held compass,

sighting equipment instantly availabl e.
In preparing a rifle for wildern ess hunting,

nothing should be over look ed whi ch will
make it more versatile. For example, a corn­
pass can be inlet ted in the rifle stock.It is
not qu ite as accura te as a hand-held compass,
du e to th e steel so close toit; but is far
better than no compass. Everyhunter should
have a good compass, and should know how
to use it. Very often, in a storm, when land­
marks ar e obsc ured by snow, a good compass
may mean the d ifference between find ing
camp and slee ping out.

Matches ar e anoth er essential item. A very
good idea is to have abutt-pla te trap in­
stalled in your r ifle, in which you can carry
an emerg ency supply ofmatches. Th ese
should bewrapped in wax ed paper , or th e
heads of th e individual mat ches dipped in
paraffin. Matches should be in spected each
tim e you clean your rifle, to be sure th ey
haven't drawn dampness; but usually they
will remain wi thout deterioration for several
autumn hu nts. Just knowing you ha ve th is
extra supply of mat ches is agreat morale

Sighting-in a big game rifle with midrange
load s poses several pr oblems.

d iameter . The light won't be perf ect; and if
your bullet mushrooms very mu ch, there'll
bc no meat left. But cheer up ; the ra nge
will be short- 25 yards or less.It's up to
you to see that itis short ; becau se it is most
l ikely to be offhand shooting at more or less
unexpectedtargets.

Th is shooting calls for midran ge hand­
load s : loads wit h redu ced charges of powder
of a special type, and gas-checkbullets that
won' t tear up the meat. For example, a good
gas check load in the popu lar .30-06 is a
185 gra in bullet , using 26 gra ins of No. 4198
powd er for a velocity of 1750 feet a second.
Th is combination in an accura te .30-06 rifl e
will mak e half-in ch groups at 25 yards­
accurate enough to snip the head off a
grouse, or to tak e a squirrel or rabbit very
neat ly and , at this low velocity , wit hou t a
lot of meat spoilage. (B ut remember, this
load is no toy. In a pin ch, you couldkill
a deeror bear with it. Don' t get careless.)

Bull ets from these midrange loads are
mad e by casting with the prop er mold . Lead
alon e is not suitable for th ese unjacketed
bullets. A mixture of lead-tin-an timony is
best. It casts bett er, sizes better, and the
melt ing po int is high enough for veloc ities
as high as 1900 feet a second. Lyman recom­
mend s 1part tin , 10 parts lead, and 1part
antimony. (I ndi vidual rifles may need sligh t
variations in bullet composit ion for best
accura cy with midrange loads.This is some­
thing which should be work ed out well in
advance,during the ofl-season.)

Sighting-in a big game rifle with midra nge
loads poses several pr oblems.With care­

fu l experimenting, it is sometimes possible to
have midr ange loads striking a common
center with big game loadings at 25 yar ds.
This is a long drawn out process oftri al
and error with different powder loads and
di ffer ent weight s of bullets. When you do
strike just the right combination, you can
use your big-game sights with your midra nge
load s. But the usual pr ocedu re is to ha ve
auxilia ry sigh ts for the mid range loads.

Man y hu nter s can use the open sights on
th eir big game rifles for midrange loads,
and a receiver sight or a scope for their
full-powered shooting. The Lyman or Red­
field foldi ng-leaf adjustable open sights ar e

builder, even though you do carry a water ­
proof match box and a supply in your hunt­
ing ja cket.

La st autumn, here in th e wilderness of
wes tern Oregon, a woman, her son and her
husband wer e lost whil e on a deer hunting
tr ip in the Cascad eMountains. They wer e
ca ug ht in a severe storm; th ey wer enot pre­
pared to shoot small ga me for food ;and they
had no dry ma tch es. Th ey di ed of exposure .
A pi tiful pi le of rui ned matches on t he
ground bore witn ess to th eirefforts to make
a fire. Th ey migh t have sur vivedhad th ey
known how to usc a load in th eir riAes to
get a hlaze going.

This technique of start ing a fire wit h a
riAe should be master ed by all hunt er s. To
do this, remove th e bull et from one of your
full-p ower ed load s. It isquire firm ly seated,
and you may th ink it is impossibl e to re­
move th e bullet witho ut some specialized
tool. It 's eas y if you kn ow how. Simplyplace
th e neck of th e ca r tr idg e on a fla trock, or
on th e recei ver of your riAe; then ,with the
back of your huru ing kn ife, lap gently from
the tip of th e ca rl rid ge down to th e shoulder
of th e ca r tridge, roll ing th e case as youtap.
This will spr ing th e brass awa y from the
bullet, a nd in a shor t while you can remo ve
it wit h your finger s.

AIter removing th e hullet , find a dry pla ce
beneath a tr ee or at the foot of a cliff, and
dump a bout two-thi rd s of th e powd erout
of th e car tr idge onto a dr y leaf or pi ece of
pap er. Now tak e a smal1 piece of cloth,
one whi ch will enter yo ur rifl e bor e easily.
A piece of handkerchi ef or shir tta il wiJI do
n icely. Colt on is bett er than wool, though
eithe r will do. U nrave l it a nd work itinto
a Hufly ma ss.Tap thi s li ghtl y into the car­
tr idge ca se on top of th e remaining powd er.

glowing spark. P lace it inyour pitch shav­
ings or dry powdered moss,and sprinkle the
loose powder over it. Wh en itbursts into
flame, add shavings and , gradually , lar ger
fuel to brin g your fire up to size.

Once your fire is safely started, scrape
away the snow six feet or so away from your
dry spot, lake a couple of sticks and move
the fire away from your dry campsite or
bedsite. Th at d ry space is valuable. With
j ust a l it tle work buildin g a win d break,
with boughs or wha tever is han dy,that spot
can make you a snug "home away fr om
home." Th e dry forest du ff und er such tr ees
as spru ce and pine mak es good ma ter ial for
your bed, much better and warmer tha n the
traditi onal bough bed.

I know peop le who say that it is the mark
of a tenderfo ot to carry a revolver on a
wildern ess hunt, but don't you beli eve it.
Th e arg ument is that if youwound game
and it turn s on you, a rifle is the ticketfor
finishing it off. That is well and good. But
big game an imals, even some of th e "non­
dan gerou s" ones, can give you a bad tim e
just when you do not have your r ifle in
your hand. Too, if you can shoot one well ,
a handgun can take the place ofauxiliar y
r ifle sights and ammo for small game getting.

A fri end of mine, hunting the China Wall
country of southwestern Oregon, drop ped a
big five-poin t bull elk, He thought it was a
clean kil l. After waiting a reasonable length
of t ime, he moved in on his ga me, leaving
his rifle st.anding against. a t.ree. Wh en he
at tempt.ed to tu rn the hull' s head downhill
befo re bleeding it. out., the elk came to i ts
feet, the great ivory-t ipped antlers swing ing.
Th e episode had all the ele ments of a
tra gedy, except that thi s hunter carr ied a
sidearm. He whipped out his .38 Special
and shot the bull in the ear. I t subs ided.
It would be har d to convincethis man that

a sidearm is unn ecessar y big game hunting
equipment,

There are, of course, ar gum ent s against
carrying a sidearm on a hu nt. It. adds
weight, and weight can be a deciding fact.or.
Th ere ar e also arg ument.s as to which side­
arm , and how to carry it. If (you carry it
primarily as a l ife-saver in case you get into
a tight. spot with a bull elk as my fr iend did ,
you'll want. a ha ndg un with some punch, and
you will carry it where you can get itinto
action qu ickl y. Man y experienced men
recommend a shoulde r holster , on the
ground s that the gun is more out of th e
hunter 's way there than in a belt holster.
If you carry a handg un only as a small-game
getter in case of need, you may choose a .22
revolver or pistol because you can shoot it
more accura tely- and you can carry itin
your rucksack.

As for myself , if the game territory is
heavily forested and th ere is a chance for
short range shoot. ing, I sling my big game
rifle on my shoulder andhunt small game
with my .38 Special Smithand Wesson. If
it is more open country, and my chanceat
a squirre l or snowshoe rabbit is apt to be
at 30 or more yar ds, I call on my rifle with
midra nge hand loads.

One it.em of "survival" equipment sofar
only casually mentioned is a rucksack. Get
one that is light and easily carried. In it.,
place ahandaxe, a few tea bag s or a supply
of coffee, extra ammunit ion, a l igh ttarp, 50
feet of nylon cord, a carbide lamp, a small
conta iner of salt , an arm y mess kit and a

(If the carbide lamp ba s
the usual f1in t-and-wbeel lighting device, i t
alone can solve your fire problem.)Add an
extra woolen sweater, a couple of candle­
ends or fire-lighting briquets for still eas ier
fire-mak ing, maybe a pair of wool sox-and
such other bit s and pieces as you may th ink
essential. This equipment has value to the
not-lost hunter as well as the10 tone-the
extra swea ter will feel good when you sit
to watch a game tr ail , and the dry sox will
ave your feet if you break through ice and

wet your feet. But keep it light !If it weighs
over ten pounds it will weigh you down at
the end of along day 's bike. Less than ten
pounds is better.

A few first-aid supplies should go into that
r ucksack, too. A fewbandaids, some sterile
gauze, a roll of bandage, some asp ir in tab­
lets, safe ty pins of assorted sizes, a single.
edged razorblade or two, a couple of fish
hooks- an y one of the e migh t be the answer
to one of th e minor " traged ies" tha t can
spoil a h un t.

You'll carry a hun ting kn ife, of course.
Make it a good one, and hang it at th e
back of your belt, where a fa ll cannotdrive
its point th rough the scabbard into your leg.

And , fina lly but most im port ant of all.
even if the worst comes to worst and you
have to admit that you're lost, don' t pani c.
You 'll be all r ight if you keep your head,
and use it. 1£ you have taken the simple
prepara tory measur es I have suggested bein c
lost need not cost you more�t �h�~�n �s �o �~ �e �d �i �s�~
comfort. Tomorrow, your fr iend s (and prob­
ably a lot of other people) will be looking­
and listening- for you. Help them by obey­
ing the followi ng ru les:

When you decide that you are really lost,
fire three shots, spac ing them at abo ut five­
second in tervals. Th en wait and listen. One
answering shot means,"I hear you ; I'm
coming."

When you decide that you are really lost,
fire three shots, spacing them at about five­
second in tervals.

If he doesn' t reach you with in
fifteen or twent y minutes, fire one shot, to
give him anoth er clue to your position.If
he fires one shot, he's ask ing you to indi cate
your position. Answer with one shot.

Don't burn up your ammunit ion by repeat.

isn 't answered. If there's no an wer to the
first one, try again an hour later . 1eanwhile,
get on with the job of prepa r ing shelte r
and fire. Don't keep on firing di tres signals
after dark ; wait until morn ing.

Stay put . Never a ttempt to travel at night ;
you're not going to find anyth ing, and you
may fall down a moun tain. ext morn ing ,
climb to a high point and see if you can
locat e a landmark. If not, smudge your fire
with gree n stuII to mak e a smoke signal.

nless you' re loaded with amm o, save your
distre ss signals un til you hear searchers
signal ing you.

Unless you ha ve located a landmark, and
unless there are essential rea sons for moving,
it' st ill better to stay where you ar e and
wai t for help to reach you. If you must
tra vel, move downhi ll if you're in hill y
country ; follow the valleys. If in level
country, l ine up landmarks in thedirection
you chose to travel and go to them, li ning
up other landmarks ahead of you as you go,
so you will not walk a circle.

was received fro m the maker.It wa o. 17,
a handmade spec imen. We gave a brief men­
tion to the gun in theJuly, 1957, issue of
"Guns 1ercha nd iser" (now "S hoot ing Goods
Retail er" ) , the marketing ma gazin e of the
firearms trade. We saidthat the gun was a
magni ficently finished specimen, comfortable
to shoot without excessive kick. We did not
check for accuracy, beca use we were unwill­
ing to hold the gun in front of our face. Th e
slide, when springs are locked out of acti on,
str ips off th e back when a locking block is
turned down inside the frame. We considered
this a potent iall y unsafe design to handle
the Carbine cart r idge . Th e fri ction delay
involved the expansion of the case into an

enlarged, grooved cha mber,and th e barrel
was set in the fram e to permit it to recoil

We thought the recoil lugs on the locking
block would fa il. In the first session, after
19 shots, sl ight peening was noted on left
lug, wh ich was hit by ejector tube in recoil
and took most of the recoil energy . The clip
latch, a circula r button on left of fra me,
was awkward to use. Magazine floorplate
eemed too small, d id not extend mu ch be­

yond grip fr ame. Oth er minor defect (ar­

involu ntar y release of clip lat ch in recoil,
other cause unknown. One stoppage occurred
when safety, which slides fore-and -aft , was
accide ntally pu t "on," believed to have hap­
pened from its own inertia dur ing recoil.

Next, a cl ip of assort ed GI ammo was
loaded. Thi s ammo was old ,dirty, had been
lightly oiled to loosen th e dir t. The car­
tridges had been wiped by hand befo re in­
serting into clip. When our 142nd shot (the
192nd shot thr ough the gun) was chambered
and fired, the slide recoiled, fail ed to coun­
terr ecoil. On examination, it was seenthat
the lef t lu g had comple tely broken off, been
carried to the rear and clear of the gun in
recoil. The right recoil spr ing was jammed
in sl ide hole by gouge of r ight recoil lug,
which did not br eak off. Rear end of eje ctor
tub e was ba tte red in spite of being diff er ­
ently hardened. F ir ing was stopped.

At no time did our shooter place hi s face
behin d th is gun. At all ti mes the gun was
held at an ang le, with pistol point ed at the
soft ground, or at the angled pla te backstop.

The fa ilure of th ese two Kimball p isto ls
(on e of th e first handmade mod els,and lat er
the very latest pistol assemb led spec ifically
for th is test ) sugges tsthat th ere are Iunc ­
tional weakne sses in the ba sic design. A
grea t deal of power is let loose in a system
which does not have adequate strength to
halt recoil witho ut pla cing too-hig h stresse s
on weak sections, such asthe hole in th e
slide where the ejector tu bepin fits, or the
lu gs of the rear locking block. Significa nt is
the fact th at failure took plac e inside, where
breakage could not be examined. IF the
second recoil spring had not beenburred
into its slide hole, th e sl ide might have re­
turn ed to batt ery with enough force to
chamber a second shot.This second shot
migh t have blow n the slide clean off.

for which most modern ri fles come already
ta pped and dr illed ; no more holes to be
dr illed, and no more stock cuts at the weak­
est part of the stock.

Pachmayr furth er impr oved his design by
placing the male lockin g ball on an eccen­
tric. You can loosen the screwthat locks
the male ball, revolve it on the eccentric
until the scope is perfectly lined up with
the bore and the riAe bore sighted. Then a
very small final adjustment of the elevation
and windage dials finishes sighting in the
arm. When adj listed, a turn of the set screw
will lock it in that setting.

Many barr els and receivers do not line up
prop erly, many barrels have been straight­
ened so they do not shoot where they bore
sight. The new Pa chma yr Low Swingmount
enahles the shooter to zero these r ifles and
sti ll keep the reticule in the exact center of
thc field of view.

The Herter Company are olTering the most
peculi arly shaped .30 caliber 150 gra in bullet
I have ever seen or tested.It is a spitzer
shaped soft point. The forward and rear
bearing surfaces are full groove diameter but
the middle of the bullet is much smaller in
diameter, giving the slug a wasp-waisted ap­
pearance. The shor ter length of overall bear­
ing surface is said to cut down pressures and
give higher velocities for a given powder
charge. Certainly these wasp-waist bullets
have a school gal figure. Thcy shoot very
well and make excellent groups from the
.30·06. How well they will perform on game
remains to be seen. The diameter being
much smaller in the mid section may tend
to help them hold together better, at least
the after porti on of the slug. They do cut
down length of bearin g surface, thus reduc­
ing friction with the bore, and this should
minimize meltin g of the core such as occurs
with so many soft point high velocity bull ets.
The new bullet is known as their Sonic bullet
and is present ly made only in 150 grain
.30 caliber.

THE GUNS AT GETTYSBURG
By Fa irfax Downey
(David McKay, N.Y., $5)

For the growing number of cannon and
artillery buffs, this second of cannoneer
Downey's popular fact works on big guns
will be an import ant book. Downey, a for­
mer art illeryman with the regular army , has
not had service with muzzle loader , nor has
he seen "cannon balls come bounding down
the Pike like bowling balls," as one Civil
War gunner recorded, since modern gun s
have too-high muzzle velocities for such lazy
ricochets. But he has a tactical understand­
ing of field art illery which allows him to
interpret disposition s ofbatteries at Gettys­
burg with ease andclarity. The book is di­
vided logica lly. The three days action gives
divisions into time periods, morni ng, after­
noon, night. And the action itself allows
chaptering as "Mustering Of the Cannon,"
"Cannonade," "Charge," "The Horse Bat­
teries." The book is a must before visiting
the Gett ysburg battlefield. Its app endix in­
cludes a chapter on the various types of
munit ions flung from wheeled smoothbores
and rifled guns of thosedays; and for the
would-be home hobbyi st ar tilleryman who
seeks to reenact the loadi ng and firing of
cannon with fidelity, Downey has reprinted
appropriate passages from theArtill ery
Manual (Field Artillery Tactics, 1864) as
instructions. Notes are of much interest and
the book serves well as both story and fac t­
instruction on gunnery.-WBE

I read your magazine occa sionallyprior to
the October '57 issue. and I thought them to
be from fa ir to good. However , with that is­
sue wherein Elmer Keith star ted wr it ing, my
ra ting for your magazine went to almost per­
fect and I have not missed an issue since .

The cra ze for ult ra-high intensity cart­
rid ges, of microscopi c caliber and feather
weight ballets, has been carried to r id iculous
extremes. For all big game such as elk,
goa t or lar ger, th e calibre should be around
.35 with a bullet of at least 250 grains, driven
around 2500 Ips at the min imum . A combi­
nation l ike this, or even bett er, pro vides
stopping power that no small bore, .30 cali­
ber or und er, possesses.

This is even more appare nt with handgun
cartri dges, where the maj ority of available
cartr idges are all und er loaded. Th e pr ime
example is the miserabl e .38 Special. Since
no handgun cart r idge can compare in power
with any tr ue big game rifle cartr idge; there
is no use for an y cal ibre under .40. I reali ze
that I am in the minor ity, but I maintain that
only with large calibres and heavy bull ets at
1000 Ips or bett er can an efficient handgun
cart r idge be obta ined.

Be that what it may, your ma gazine ra tes
tops and will cont inue to do so as long as
Elmer Keith is writing art icles for i t.
